Always use the coldest, freshest milk or milk
alternative possible before frothing.

When frothing, millions of tiny air bubbles are
introduced into the liquid. The longer it takes to
heat up, the more air can be infused into the liquid.
This immediately enhances the quality of your
foam, and reduces your chances of scalding. No
more bad froth days!
