Using your GPS

1 Turn on your GPS. When you turn it on for the first
time, the Language screen opens.

2 Touch the language you want. You can select
English or Espaiiol.The Voice screen opens.

3 Touch the voice your want to use for the speech
feature. The Time Zone screen opens.

4 Touch the time zone where you are currently
located, then touch OK. A splash screen appears for
a few seconds, then the safety Warning appears.

5 To continue on to the device features, touch
I Agree at the bottom right of the screen. The
Home screen appears.

- Address — Touch to navigate to an address or
intersection near the address.

Touch the state where the city you want is located. The keypad opens.
