Programming Snooze Time
The default snooze time is 9 minutes. You can adjust the snooze duration. During 
normal operation (when alarm is NOT sounding), press and hold the Snooze/Dimmer 
Button for 2 seconds until the ZZZ indicator,  Snooze time  and MIN display flash. A 
beep will sound.

Install Clock Backup Battery
